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Education quality - even as early as Kindergarten - has large effects on kid's lives.
« Access to college varies substantially across the income distribution.

* Low-and middle-income students attend selective schools at lower rates than their peers from
richer families, even when comparing students with the same test scores.

* Rates of upward mobility vary substantially based on where children grow up.
*  Currently, low-income families are segregated into lower-opportunity areas.
