The table above shows seven U.S. states ranked by the
number of workers added in the solar industry between 2015
and 2020, and provides information on the corresponding
growth percentage in each state. (1) During this period, Florida,
which ranked first with regard to the number of workers added,
exhibited 71% growth. (2) The number of workers added in
Utah was more than twice the number of workers added in
Minnesota. (3 Regarding Texas and Virginia, each state showed
less than 50% growth. @) New York added more than 1.900
workers, displaying 24% growth. (5) Among these seven states,
Pennsylvania added the lowest number of workers during this
period.

The above graph shows the top 8 U.S. states that
added the most solar jobs between 2018 and 2019.
(U Florida saw its solar sector add 1.843 jobs, the
most of any state. (2) The state that added the second
most jobs was Georgia, followed by Utah, and then
by New York. (2 Texas and Illinois added 649 and
634 jobs. respectively, but the combined number
of added solar jobs of the two states did not exceed
the number of added jobs in New York. () When it
came to the rate of increase in the number of solar
jobs, Georgia ranked first, showing an almost 30
percent increase. (5 Virginia, which showed more
than a 15 percent increase, ranked fourth in terms
of the percentage of increase in the number of solar
jobs.
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In studies examining the effectiveness of witamin C,
researchers typically divide the subjects mio two groups. One
group (the expenimental group) receives a vitamin C
supplement. and the other (the control group) does not.
Researchers observe both groups to determune whether one
group has fewer or shorter colds than the other. The following
discussion describes some of the patfalls mmherent m an
experiment of this kind and ways to (a) avoid them. In sorting
sulyects into two groups. researchers must ensure that each
person has an (b) equal chance of being assigned to either the

experimental group or the control group. This 1s accomplished
by randomuzation: that 1s. the subjects are chosen randomly
from the same population by flipping a coin or some other
method mvolving chance. Randomization helps to ensure that
results reflect the treatment and not factors that mmght
influence the groupmng of subjects. Importanily, the two
groups of people must be sinular and must have the same track
record with respect to colds to (c) rule out the possibility that
observed differences in the rate. seventy. or duration of colds
might have occurred anyway. If for example. the control
group would normally catch twice as many colds as the
experimental group. then the findings prove (d) nothing. In
experiments involving a nutrient. the diets of both groups must
also be (e) different, especially with respect to the nutnent
being studied. If those in the expenimental group were
receiving less vitamin C from their usual diet, then any effects
of the supplement may not be apparent.

If we found a difference in candidate preferences between those who saw the advertisement
and those who did not, we could never be sure that this difference was due to having watched
the advertisement or not.

Why is it necessary to isolate and control extraneous variables and manipulate the
independent variable to maximize internal validity? To answer this question, consider a study
of the influence of television advertising on voting preferences. ( @ ) Assume we were not
interested in the effects of education, religion, and parents’ political preferences, or any other
independent variables on voters’ choices. ( @ ) All we wanted to know was whether seeing a
particular television advertisement influenced voting preferences. ( @ ) Now suppose we did
not manipulate who watched the television advertisement and who did not. ( @ ) Suppose that
instead, we simply found some individuals who saw the advertisement and some who did not,
and we asked them about their preferred candidate. ( ® ) Instead, it might be due to a host
of other individual difference variables on which the two groups happen to differ, such as
political views or education.
